Book Talk Project Elements

Here are some guidelines for earning maximum points on each element of your Book Talk and project.

Poise:  You should be standing or sitting still without rocking or fidgeting in any way.  Face the audience at all times.  Be careful not to let the book or project cover your face.  Display the cover of the book throughout your presentation.

Eye Contact:  Make eye contact with the audience and make sure you look around at everyone.  Look up to make eye contact while reading from the book or project.

Voice Volume and Clarity:  Speak clearly and at a reasonable volume throughout your presentation.

Presentation Content:  Begin by introducing the book with the title and author.  Give some information about the plot, setting, characters, and problem.  It is usually a good idea to select a short section of the book to read in order to give the audience an idea of what the book is like.  Let your audience know what is so fantastic about this book.  You can tell what your favorite part is or why you like it.  Give enough information to get your classmates interested, but leave them hanging so they want to run out and pick up that book.  Do not give away the ending!  Be sure to remind the audience of the title and author at the end of your presentation.  

Project:  While projects will vary, keep in mind that they should generally be colorful, neat, well thought-out, and effective in relating to the book.  It will be obvious how much effort you have put into your project.
