Stapleton 2012 Reading Challenge

Criteria for Grades K – 2
· Child can read to a family member

· Family member can read to the child

· Child and family member can take turns reading to each other

· Books are selected by child and/or family member

· Write the titles of the completed books on each recording sheet 

· Both child and family member need to sign the recording sheet

· Recording sheet is returned to school on Fridays

Criteria for Grades 3 – 5
· Read to your child, with your child, or child reads by him/herself 20-30 minutes per night

· Books may travel between home and school

· Books should include a variety of genres

· Nightly reading can include magazines or other print material

· Write the title of the completed book on the recording sheet 

· Both child and family member need to sign the recording sheet

· Recording sheet is returned to school on Fridays
